i “This tournament will be run in strict accordance with the Rules of Tennis, the Rules of the
Association and the Regulations for the Management of Lawn Tennis Tournaments, including
the LTA Code of Conduct.”

. “Any player may be required to submit to a doping control test, which may be carried out at any
time with no notice given. Failure to submit to the test will be treated as if a positive result has
been obtained.”

i “Every competitor playing in a singles or doubles event must be a member of the British Tennis
Scheme. Players competing in a singles event must have an LTA rating.

The draw for all events will take place on Saturday 20th June. Entrants will be notified by post of the
date and time of their first match. All entrants must include a stamped addressed envelope with their
entry form.

LTA Approved balls and equipment will be used throughout the Tournament.

Four Probounce Artificial Grass, one Acrylic, one Macadam and four Indoor Acrylic Courts will be used.
The Tournament Committee reserve the right to use other local courts if necessary.

Each match will be the best of three sets, tie-break at 6-6 in all 3 sets, unless for any reason the
committee decide otherwise. 10+under / 12+under events and veterans events will use abbreviated
scoring with a match tie-break to 10 points deciding a 3rd set.

Competitors will be liable to be scratched if absent when called upon to play.

No shoes or boots other than those without heels and with rubber soles shall be worn by Competitors
except with the express permission of the Referee. No heavily ribbed training shoes allowed. Players
shall wear recognised tennis clothing.

The Tournament Committee reserve the power to refuse any entry without assigning a reason, and their
decision on all matters shall be final.

No complaint in connection with the Tournament can be entertained by the Committee unless made in
writing and lodged with the Secretary of the Tournament within 48 hours of the occurrence of the cause
of same, and no application for leave to appeal against any decision of the Committee can be
entertained by the LTA Council unless made in writing and lodged with the Secretary of the Association
within 10 days after receipt of such decision by the complainant.

All players will be made Honorary Members of the Club for the duration of the Tournament.

The Tournament Committee reserve the right, subject to entry levels, to amend the amount of prize
money advertised.

Senior event competitors maybe required to play matches late into the evening, as these events do not
commence until 5.30pm each day.

Players may NOT enter two tournaments which run over the same period, and MUST be available for
the entire duration of the tournament.

All junior competitors must be available to play on every day of the tournament if required. There will be
no exceptions. Please do not enter if you cannot play for the duration of the tournament.
